1V. Program Duration

The Bachelor Program will last § years. Intemational students wiil spend one year
leaming. Chinese in Nanjing Normal University and, on passing the examination, receive

four-year full-time education for bachelor’s degree in Zhejiang Police College. Courses will



be given in Chinese. The Master Program will last 3 years. International students will spend
one year learning Chinese in Criminal Irivestigation Police University of China, and, on
passing the examination, receive two-year full time education for master’s degree in the
same university. Courses will be given in Chinese.

Y. Curriculum Design

The Bz;cheior Program’s curriculum includes Chinese, Transnational Crime,
International Police Cooperation, Practice on Drug Enforcement and policing internship.
Students, on finishing all courses and passing all exams, will be granted a Graduation
Certificate by the program organizer and, if meeting criterion for degree awarding, o
Bachelor’s Degree. The Master Program’s students will major in palicing. On finishing all
courses and passing all exams, they will be granted a Graduation Certificate by the program
organizer and, if meeting criterion for degrec awarding, a Master’s Degree.

YL Costs

The Chinese government will grant each successful candidate scholarship that covers
tuition fees, living allowance, accommodation, comprehensive medical insurance, and one
round ticket for the candidate to travel from the home country to the city where the program
organizer locates in China.

| Living allowance will be given 1o the candidate on a monthly basis. Expenses not

included in the scholarship during stay in China will be borne by candidates themselves.

VIl Insurance

Successful candidates shall get a comprehensive medical insurance upon registration,
In case of medical treatment or personal accident, candidates shall go to the insurance
company themselves to claim compensation in accordance with the insurance contract.
